2.  Write an essay not to exceed two double-spaced typed pages on  
 

“My participation in the Maryland State Fair and how winning the 
Maryland State Fair Scholarship Award will impact on the achievement 
of my educational and career goals”  
 

3.  Attach letters of recommendation from two of the following:  
a.  School Principal, Instructor or Counselor.  
b.  County Agent, FFA or 4-H Club Adult Leader.  
c.  Religious Minister or Church Youth Advisor.  
d. Maryland State Fair Superintendent.  
 

4.  Attach copies of high school grade transcripts, Standardized Test scores, and any other relevant 
information.  

 
5.  Send completed Application to: Chairman, Maryland State Fair Scholarship Program, P.O. Box 

188, Timonium, MD 21094-0188.  
 
6.  Deadline for receipt of Application is July 1, 2008.  
 
7.  Application must be typed.  
 
8.  Proof of enrollment in an accredited college or university must be presented to the Maryland State 

Fair Office by October 1 of the academic year in which the Scholarship is awarded.
