
RULES AND REGULATIONS SHOE REQUIREMENTS

Maximum shoe size for:

*Ultra Lite – Keg shod to barefoot (qualifies for all classes)

*Lite Shod – ¾ inch wide by ⅜ inch thick (qualifies for and classes except ultra lite

*Plantation Pleasure – 1½ inches wide by ½ inch thick (qualifies for plantation classes and all other classes without designated shoe size – i.e. NWHA 2-Gait)

ATTENTION ALL EXHIBITORS

HORSE PROTECTION REQULATIONS

*All Horses will be required to go through DQP no more than 2 classes ahead.

*All horses MUST be free of any scalding, scrug, rain rot, mud rot, open lesions, scratches, cuts, sand racks, tenderness and sensitivity

*All horses MUST remain in holding area until ready to enter class

*All horses MUST be re-inspected after placing 1st place immediately upon exiting the ring unless otherwise announced.

EACH INSPECTION SHALL INCLUDE

1. Visual examination of general appearance and gait

2. Visual and physical examination of legs

3. Visual inspection at the figure 8

NO HOOF BANDS, PLASTIC WRAP, OR ACTION DEVICES PERMITTED ANYWHERE ON THE SHOWGROUNDS.

GENERAL INFORMATION

*All dogs must be on a leash while on show grounds.

*No trailer parking or unhooking around show ring.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

THIS IS A GAITED SHOW ONLY
*Management reserves the right to cancel, combine, delay, or split any classes or refuse to accept an entry as deemed necessary

*All classes will be run by NWHA rules.  

*A NWHA amateur card is required for adults who are not professionals and who ride in Amateur Classes.  If you do not have a card one can be purchased from the Secretary’s booth.  A card for the show is $5.00.  A card for the season is $15.00.

*Junior riders are those riders who have not yet reached their 18th birthday.  For horse show purposes, the age of the exhibitor on January 1st will be maintained throughout the show season.

*Novice Horse 2-Gait & 3-Gait – Must not have won three first place ribbons.  Any shoe size and any gaited horse.  Classes designated as “OPEN” are open to any sex (mares, stallions,geldings) and may be shown English or Western.   

*Style Racking 2-Gait – Horses shall enter ring at a style rack.  The judge will call for the show walk and the style rack .  Horses should display brilliance and show presence.  Style racking horses are not required to back. 

*Country Pleasure Racking 3-Gait – This is a English or Western attire class.  Gaits are Show Walk, Slow Rack and a Fast Rack.

*Trail Pleasure Racking 2-Gait – Gaits for this class are Trail Walk and a Trail Rack.

*Best of Show – This is a class for all the First Place Champions only.  Each champion of their class will judged to see who the Best of Show will be.  There will be a rosette and award for 1st place and a award for the 2nd place winners.

 *TWH Trail Pleasure – Must be lite shod with (3/8” x ¾” maximum shoe) 

*Novice Rider – Any shoe size and any gaited horse.  Classes designated as “OPEN” are open to any sex (mares, stallions, geldings) and may be shown English or Western.  For all first time exhibitors.  Must not have won three first place ribbons. Classes require clean and neat attire.

*Holds on classes must be reported to the Secretary’s booth prior to the beginning of the session.

*Please inform Ring Master of tack changes 5 classes prior to class. Proper tack and attire are required in all classes.  In classes where indicated, casual attire can be long sleeve shirt, pants or jeans.  Cavesons and nosebands are prohibited in Western Classes (except Spotted Saddle Horse classes).  Long hair should not cover the rider’s number.  

*Persons on HPA disqualification cannot transport horses to this show and can participate only as a spectator.

*There will be no plastic wrap or hoof bands allowed on horses at the show grounds

*Spot inspections and shoe measurements may take place anywhere on the show grounds by a licensed inspector and/or show management

*All show related complaints should be brought to the attention of the Show Manager and not the Judge or any other Show Personnel.  Show Manager will then be responsible for informing the entire show committee who will collectively discuss the situation and take action if necessary.  Complaints should be formally written.

*Delta Cardiff Volunteer Fire Company will not be responsible for injury, loss or Damage while on premises.  

CLASS & INSPECTION FEES

*Qualifying Class Pre Entry Fee - $8.00

*Post Entry for All Qualifying Classes - $10.00

*Championship Class Entry Fee - $12.00

*Lead Line (ages 2 thru 8), Stick Horse and Best of Show classes there will be NO ENTRY FEE.

*Entries must be made ½ hour before the following session or they will not be accepted.
